through the end of August.

Through a series of workshops, participants will learn how to create three horse regalia items: a martingale (or breast collar), trappings and a bridal. The purpose is to provide instruction on how to construct traditional horse regalia, as well as to provide an opportunity for community members to repair older trappings. Families who wish to may then participate in the 2010 Pendleton Round-Up Centennial celebration, which is to include a major tribal horse parade commemorating the Native Americans’ historic ride into Pendleton during the first famous rodeo.
Instructors John and Katie Bevis will teach a series of Wednesday evening workshops, twice a month, every other month, beginning Jan. 13. All classes will be three hours, from 6-9 p.m. Additionally, Crow’s Shadow will feature an open studio every Wednesday from 6-8 p.m. for participants to come and work on their regalia.

Thanks to generous grants from the Umatilla County Cultural Coalition, the Siletz Tribal Charitable Contribution Fund and the Wildhorse Foundation, Crow’s Shadow will be able to provide basic supplies, including needles, thread, wax, canvas, wool, a limited selection of beads and refreshments.

Participants are in charge of bringing their own scissors, tape measures and pins.

Also, Crow’s Shadow has limited access to sewing machines and asks participants to bring their own if they have one.

Instructors:

Crow’s Shadow is very happy to have John and Katie Bevis provide instruction for the duration of the Reviving the Material Culture of the Horse: A Community Effort to Bring Back Horse Regalia project. 

John is an enrolled tribal member with the Confederated Tribes of the Umatilla Indian Reservation. While growing up John spent most of his youth on the Umatilla Reservation, first attending elementary school at St. Andrews Mission (the current location of Crow’s Shadow Institute of the Arts), Helen McCuin Junior High School and Fort Sill Indian School, Lawton, Oklahoma. In 1978, John left for Santa Fe, New Mexico, and for three years studied contemporary art at the Institute of American Indian Arts. John has served on the CTUIR Board of Trustees, worked for the TERO office of the tribes and is currently an interpreter at Tamástslikt Cultural Institute, where on a daily basis he provides storytelling and demonstrations to the many visitors who travel to our homeland to learn about the Cayuse, Umatilla and Walla Walla people.

Katie Blackwolf Bevis is an enrolled tribal member with the Confederated Tribes and bands of the Yakama Nation. Katie grow up on the Warm Springs Reservation and was raised by her mother and grandmother who sought her assistance at a young age to help with sewing and making regalia for the family. She grew up learning the seven drums religion, is a traditional food gatherer and is a strong resource for Columbia Plateau material culture. After Katie attended school on the Warm Springs reservation, she spent her young adult years at home raising 12 children and passing along the traditions and teachings of her elders. Katie has completed numerous styles of dress, both traditional and contemporary, including: jingle dresses, wool shell dresses, and fully beaded buckskin dresses with matching accessories.

Together, John and Katie have completed four sets of horse regalia, fully beaded men’s vests, men’s war shirts, blanket strips, baby boards, fully beaded horse masks, and several men’s and women’s outfits.

In order to help families prepare for the centennial Round-up celebration, Crow’s Shadow is offering classes on how to construct Horse Regalia. Beginning in January, participants will learn how to make a martingale (breast collar), trappings and bridal. We wanted to start with this program as it is by far the biggest in size and we hoped to provide access to instruction to as many community members as possible to help them prepare for the 100th Round-Up celebration in September 2010. Instructors will be John and Katie Bevis and thanks to generous grants from the Umatilla County Cultural Coalition, Siletz Tribal Charitable Contribution Fund and the Wildhorse Foundation, Crow’s Shadow will provide basic supplies to complete the projects.

We believe that art is an essential element in the educational, social and economic development of our community.  Our classes assist the local community and tribal members to revive, practice and preserve the Traditional Plateau material culture of our ancestors.
